The resource person got the “Plant genome saviour award” in 2020. He has preserved more
than 200 varieties of tuber crops in his farm and many of the traditional varieties no longer in
cultivation are grown by him which can serve as sources of germplasm. Sir introduced many
indigenous tuber crops and well explained about its ethnobotanical aspects. Students actively
participated in the discussion session after the class and curiously

enquired about the medicinal practices related with the tuberous crops. Students and faculty
members of Department of Botany were the participants.
